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FROM PASTOR DAN SEVE RSON  

 Dear Friends,  

 As you might imagine, I have had a lot of time to read and  reflect during 

the time of my rehabilitation. One of the questions that will always be 

addressed by theologians, and other writers who offer their perspective on 

faith, is the ever present, òWhere is God?ó and òHow is God to be found?ó The 

question is ask ed not only during periods of darkness and suffering, but also 

when we become aware of the enormous mystery surrounding the presence 

and promises of God.  

 Biblically, the answer is present in all its clarity at Christmas. 

òEmmanuel.ó God is present as Grace, Truth and mercy in Jesus Christ. 

Because God in Godõs transcendent power and creative providence is beyond 

our reach; Because its not possible for us to see or sense Godõs intentions for 

us directly, God has birthed Himself as one of us in Jesus Christ,  whose life, 

death and resurrection revealed Godõs Love, forgiveness and the promise of 

salvation for all of us. Where is God? During this season, we celebrate Godõs 

presence among us in a manger: as a human being who was born among us 

to be our gracious r epresentative before God: as one in whose life is our life, 

in whose Love is our well being and in whose future is our future.  

 However, beyond this basic Gospel message which stands at the heart of 

the Christian faith, it is also important to realize that  God comes to us in 

various and sundry ways to assure us that we are the sheep of His fold and 

are never outside the reach of His grace. As Jesus Himself put it, òEven the 

hairs of your head are counted.ó For me personally, during this time of 

healing, the rapy, treatments of various kinds and the miraculous 

overcoming of various problems, I am convinced that God has been present 

to hear my prayers, He has been present in the prayers of all of you, He has 

been present in the healing process and He has been p resent in the caring 

treatments of all the physicians. He has been especially present in the care 

of my wife Kirsten and the rest of my family.  

 To me, all of this indicates that God is always close at hand. Anytime we 

have the need to ask, òWhere is God now?ó we need to be attentive to events, 

people and especially the prayers God hears. Godõs Word and Sacraments 

are the most direct way Jesus Christ makes Himself present but He is also 

present in the grace and mercy we experience in so many ways in everyda y 

life.  

 One day, during my morning walk, I ran into a couple of neighbors who 

asked, òWhere have you been?ó I told them the whole story, after which one 

exclaimed, òGod is still here!ó Another said, òSo are the doctors!ó To which I 

replied, òPerhaps God is here through those who serve His purposes.ó 

 My gratitude goes out to the congregation for all your prayers and 

expressions of support. God was present in your ministry to me.  

 May the Blessings of Christmas be with you all.

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REPORT FROM THE BOAR D OF STEWARDSHIP  

It's raining and I am sitting here òpouringó over numbers (OK I know its òporingó but I couldnõt 

resist) from the church budget.  It will be January before you read this but right now its mid -

December and we havenõt yet had the benefit of an increased Christmas offering.  The church did 

alright financially in 2009; it looks like we will be able to close the year with all our bills paid, 

except that we may owe a small amount to the Synod because we havenõt been able to make full 

payment of our budgeted amounts every month this year.  Our expenses did exceed o ur income last 

month, but not by a lot.  We cannot stay in a position where our expenses consistently exceed our 

income because we have no reserves, but we are generally paying as we go.  

And we do have some good news!  We had 73 òpromise cardsó turned in at our dedication of 

promises ceremony.  This was up five from the previous year, even though our membership has 

declined.  So there are people in the congregation who have taken the time to reflect on what they 

can give  to  further the mission of the church  in the community and in their own lives.  If you 

havenõt had the opportunity to fill out your promise card yet, I encourage you to do so.  The process 

of thinking about what the church means in your life is worth the time it takes; I can assure you 

that p rayerful consideration of the financial aspects of our mission will help you s ee where your 

priorities are. We will accept your promise cards at any time up until next yearõs promise drive, but 

the sooner you take the time to reflect on the church the soon er you will be able to see if you have 

placed the church in its proper priority in your life.  There is no right answer to this problem; it is 

the thought process that is important.  But once you have completed the process, you can simply 

place your promis e card in offering plate on any Sunday or mail the card to the church office.  

Now, I need to mention one additional problem with finances that we will have to face in 2010.  

Because of an increase primarily in pension costs, we will have a nine percent inc rease in payroll 

expenses in 2010.  This would be a trivial problem if our income greatly exceeded our expenses, but 

as I noted in the first paragraph, we are operating on a òpay as you goó basis.  Due to this cost 

increase we need to make budget adjustmen ts unless giving increases to cover what looks to be a 

nine percent gap.  The stewardship committee, the executive committee and the council should all 

be looking at these issues in January.  If you have any thoughts on this matter, please let the  

council member s know.
