Secondly, the 

Stephen Minister knows their 

purpose is to walk through a 

difficult time with their receiver, 

and needs to delve into their 

emotional or spiritual issues.  This 

month, weõll be telling how this 

relationship is more objective than 

a friendship, according to the 

guidelines of Stephen Ministry.  

òA Stephen Minister certainly 

emphasizes, but they need to stay 

more objective th an a friend. By 

maintaining objectivity, he or she 

can provide balance and 

perspective that a friend might not.  

They can, for instance, gently probe 

a care receiverõs idea in such a way 

that a person might rethink what 

he or she just said.  This isnõt to 

say that Stephen Ministers arenõt 

sympathetic, even empathetic.  

They hurt with their care receivers 

too!  But if theyõre going to help 

them, they need to maintain 

boundaries that will help them 

move beyond those feelings and 

help the care receiver find a way 

beyond them, too.ó 

If anyone serves, he should 

do it with the strength God 

provides, so that in all things 

God may be praised through 

Jesus Christ.

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THOUGHTS FROM  

PASTOR DANIEL SEVERS ON 

DELIVERANCE  

The resurrection of Jesus from the dead is about deliverance. When 

Jesus rose on Easter morning, he was delivered from the sin which 

put him on the cross and its consequence, death. Put in a general 

way, the evils of the world could not and would not win any victories 

over Jesus. H e was and is the victor. More importantly, he is our 

victor. What Jesus did, he did for you and for me. This is what we 

trust. This is the message in which we put our faith. What follows is 

that His victory becomes our victory. His deliverance becomes our 

deliverance.  

There are dark times in life when we may question whether or not 

there is any deliverance pending for us. I questioned this when all the 

doctors seemed only capable of offering medication for my back. This 

was no solution. It only added negati ve side effects to the painful 

condition it was meant to treat. I saw no way out of this until an eye 

doctor unexpectedly was able to diagnose the condition. This lead me 

to what became a surgical solution, and a deliverance from the pain. It 

is my convict ion that the Lord was working through the folks who 

were eventually able to solve this dilemma. This was a form of 

deliverance from something over which I had no control.  

Sometimes, things donõt work out so well for us as they did in this 

case for me. Here , the victory assures us that there is healing and 

wholeness promised to all of us. Since our Lord overcame all evils, 

including death itself, there is nothing in the face of which we would 

need to lose hope in resurrection and life; not even the grave. 

Moreover, hope is a form of deliverance and freedom because through 

hope, we are enabled to look beyond the present difficulties and live in 

the assurance of redemption. The despair of fear created by the 

intractable challenges that seem to be beyond a solut ion need not 

defeat us ð ever.  For the promise of Easter is that full healing and life 

awaits all who are òin Christó through faith. This is the substance of 

our hope and through faith, we can experience renewal and strength 

to move forward into an unknow n future with the assurance that our 

victor walks with us. As the psalmist puts it in psalm 118:16 -17:  

òThe right hand of the Lord acts valiantly! 

I shall not die but live,  

And declare that works of the Lord.ó
