They are 

trained caregivers, a nd their care 

isn't casual, as a friend's might be. 

They maintain boundaries that 

friends don't ðwhich is why Stephen 

Ministers are able to help in ways 

that friends may not.   They focus 

on the process of caring without 

trying to 'fix things', or pushing fo r 

results. They empathize without 

getting tangled up in the person's 

feelings. They listen in ways that let 

the care receiver find his or her 

own solutions.  

Stephen Ministers regularly 

evaluate the caring relationships ðin 

supervision and on their own ð

alway s with the goal of providing 

the best care they possibly 

can.   Their caring is a ministry, 

and they will be there as long as 

they are needed."

Even 

though a lunch is a nice way to celebrate and honor the many people who work through the year to 

make this a caring congregation, in this time of congregational financial shortage we  just cannot 

justify the expense.
