CHRISTIAN CARE

"Most importantly, Stephen 
Ministers rely on God to direct 
their actions and help them as 
they care for their care 
receivers.  Stephen Ministers 
pray for them and with them, 
when they welcome 
prayer.  Stephen Ministry care 
is based on grace, and therefore 
the relationship always has a 
spiritual perspective. The 
Stephen Minister is sensitive to 
the needs of the care receiver, 
never forcing the issue.  But, 
Stephen Ministers often focus 
on spiritual as well as emotional 
hurts as they minister to their 
care receivers."

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THOUGHTS FROM  

PASTOR DANIEL SEVERSON 

In the Gospel according to John, Jesus explains the role of the 

Holy Spirit in these words: òéthe Holy Spirit, whom the Father will 

send in my name, will teach you everything, and remind you of all 

that I have said to you.ó The way I understand this is that the Holy 

Sprit is the power that enables us to believe in the promises of God. 

òéall that I have said to youó are the promises Jesus communicated 

through his preaching and teaching ministry. For example, Jesus 

promised that all who turn to Him in faith will be forgiven.  This is not 

something we can always believe on our own. When we have been 

deeply wounded, and healing comes slow, it is very difficult to forgive. 

Or, when we have wounded another it can be very difficult to receive 

forgiveness ourselves.  To be able to forgive another or oneself 

requires healing. It is the Holy Spirit that has the power to heal our 

hearts. We cannot do that as an act of will power. Only a power 

greater than ourselves can affect such healing. 

For this reason, prayer is essential in the Christian life. The Holy 

Spirit is not magic. The Spirit works in us as we struggle to trust and 

believe in Godõs promises for us. When we turn to God in prayer, and 

ask God to assume the burdens in our hearts, God responds with the 

gift of the Spirit. We may not be aware of the Spiritõs work in us. But 

we will become aware of the Spiritõs effects on us. These effects 

include the healing required to give and receive forgiveness. It also 

includes the ability to trust God even when we have been deeply 

disappointed. Christians do not escape the hardships of life any more 

than others do. Our experiences of life in a world that has gone wrong 

in so many ways are the same. In order to find the healing that is 

necessary to trust and believe in Godõs promises, we require a power 

of healing that enables us to move on from the past, and receive 

renewal and new life. This is what the Holy Spirit provides. 

For this reason, the Holy Spirit is sometimes referred to as the 

power of the future. Godõs future is salvation: full healing, wholeness 

and eternal life. It is true that Jesus has already accomplished this 

goal for us in His death and resurrection. However, the fulfillment of 

this promise is yet to be. The power of God to fulfill this promise is the 

Holy Spirit. Thus, the Spirit is already at work In us, fulfilling this 

promise for the future. Becoming more aware of this requires prayer, 

worship and the giving of oneself to service. Through these mutual 

disciplines, the Holy Spirit is at work in us effecting the healing and 

giving the new life Jesus won for us. 

While we as yet await the time of Godõs promised future, we can 

rejoice in the power of the Holy Spirit more preserved in us enables us 

to trust that Godõs Words of promise will be fulfilled. 

The Blessings of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

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RESULTS OF FAITHõS WEB SITE SURVEY 

An on line survey was conducted during the month of March to provide our members an 

opportunity to share their thoughts about our web site, www.flccv.org.  The survey was advertized 

in Marchõs Faith at Work, and the Sunday Bulletins throughout March.  The survey contained ten 

questions. 

Only 28 surveys were completed and submitted.  But that was enough to get some valuable 

feedback.

5. When asked on a scale of 1-5 (with 5 being the highest) how they would rate Faithõs web 

site, they responded: 

 12% Five (highest) 

 38% Four 

 50% Three (average) 

6. When asked on a scale of 1-5 (with 5 being the highest) how they rated Faithõs web site for 

ease of use, they responded: 

 24% Five (highest) 

 32% Four 

 24% Three (average) 

7. When asked on a scale of 1-5 (with 5 being the highest) how they would rate the content 

on Faithõs web site, they responded:  

 15% Five (highest) 

 15% Four 

 58% Three (average) 

 8% Two 
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8. When asked specifically what content or features they liked about Faithõs web site, they 

responded:

¶ Monthly Acolyte schedule, possibly others such as usher, etc. 

¶ Video and audio resources ð cassettes in breezeway are so yesterday. 

¶ Sermons, or worship notes. 

¶ More Youth information. 

¶ RSS feed possibilities, better FAW delivery with opt-out, etc. features. 

¶ More modern web design.

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REPORT FROM THE BOARD OF 

STEWARDSHIP  

òEven when my chips are low, thereõs still some left for giving.ó 

Those words are from a Frank Sinatra song circa 1968 entitled 

òCycles.ó  The song is about being on top of the world, then having 

everything collapse.  But it is a hopeful song because it ends with 

the idea that the singer will be on top again. 

This pertains to our church giving.  Many of us are in a bad 

economic cycle and there does not appear to be any quick solution.  

But even when we have very little, we can still give something 

because God has not left us with nothing.  The song òCyclesó in 

many ways seemed to me to be a song about life.  God Himself has 

pointed out that life goes in cycles.  In the first chapter of 

Ecclesiastes, the preacher (possibly Solomon) writes, òWhat has 

been is what will be, and what has been done is what will be done, 

and there is nothing new under the sun.ó  Times may be bad, but 

they will be better; we must trust in God to see us through whatever 

hard times we have. 

Jesus, in a familiar story in Mark 12:41-44, pointed out that the 

widow who put all she had into the offering box was contributing 

more than anyone else, even though her offering was not enough to 

make a difference in the collection.  She gave everything she had.  

This means, of course, that she trusted God to see her through her 

hard times. 

Giving is down at Faith, and at least part of the reason is that 

some of our congregants are facing financial hardship.  While many 

people have been giving faithfully and generously to the church, 

some of our congregation members are having hard financial times.  

So I would ask all of our members to pray for those having hard 

financial times.  And I would ask those who are having difficulty 

with their expenses to put something ð any amount ð in the offering 

plate.  God regards giving out of little as favorably as He regards 

giving out of abundance.  Perhaps He even regards giving out of little 

even more favorably than He regards giving out of abundance.
